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Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 
 
The season of Lent begins on February 14th this year and culminates with 
Easter Sunday on April 1st!  Wow!  Valentine’s Day and April Fool’s Day  
encounter the beginning of Lent and bookend the end of Lent, a season that 
invites us to deeper lives of prayer, reflection and self-reflection, reading 
the Bible and helping focus and refocus our relationship with God in Christ.  
Ash Wednesday helps us look in the mirror at the fragileness of life, the 
truth of the brokenness of our lives and world and our separation from God 
and from each other.  And yet, it also acknowledges that even in our weak-
ness and sin, God chooses to be with us, not to leave us there but to meet 
and redeem our lives in God’s hope and grace.  The heart of God reveals 
himself in taking upon us our sin, despair, disappointment, and rebellion and 
not leaving us alone.  God gives us his hope, grace, presence, and power.   
God is committed to you, to our relationships, despite the challenges we 
face. 
 
Lent invites us to “come and see” Jesus again for the first time.  In John’s 
gospel, “John again was standing with two of his disciples, and as he 
watched Jesus walk by, he exclaimed, “Look, here is the Lamb of God!”  The 
two disciples heard him say this, and they followed Jesus.  When Jesus 
turned and saw them following, he said to them, “What are you looking for?”  
They said to him, “Rabbi (which translated means Teacher), “where are you 
staying?”  He said to them, “Come and see” (John 2:35-39). 
 
Come and see, these words of Jesus are not just simple courteous invite, 
but work to provoke our curiosity and allow and prompt us to ask the  
question, “What might we see?”  What and Whom do we encounter in  
Jesus?  For some, Lent is a time to take something away from their life, to 
deny themselves something in order to focus that time and energy on their 
relationship with God and love of others. 
 
Other people have taken the route of adding something, a spiritual prac-
tice, more prayer time, study, or focus on an area of their spiritual life in 
which to dig deeper.  In Christian freedom, we have a both/ and opportuni-
ty.  We mark time during Lent as 40 days, not including Sundays, that help 
prepare and equip us in living out our Christian faith, our faith in Christ.  
How might we continue to learn, grow, and deepen our faith in Christ during 
this season?  I invite you to notice the ways God is active in your life and 
our lives together and share those God moments, as we grow together in 
sharing God’s faith, hope, and love.
