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From Pastor Bob Chenault

Let me introduce myself. I am Pastor Bob Chenault. I was nominated by
Bishop Martin Wells and approved by the Church Council of this congrega-
tion to serve as your interim pastor during the time that you are in the call
process. I took special training for interim ministry through Luther Semi-
nary in St. Paul, Minnesota. I have five years of experience as an interim in
the Eastern Washington-Idaho Synod, having done interim ministries in
Moscow and Sandpoint, Idaho, and in Wenatchee, Washington. T am aLife
Member of the Interim Ministry Association of the E. L. C. A. T have been
an E. L. C. A. Lutheran pastor for twenty-four years - both in Montana, and
here in Washington. And I am grateful to be with you. I feel called to this
ministry. My wife, Cathy, and T have five children and four grandsons. And
we are your neighbors. We live only five minutes away from Prince of
Peace. In my spare time I enjoy traveling, hiking and backpacking, com-
puters and woodworking.

You might be asking what you can expect during the pastor search process
and how long it takes. In the Lutheran Church the call process is hormally
divided up into two parts: the self-study and the interview process. A Mis-
sion and Life Task Group conducts the self-study, resulting in the comple-
tion of a document known as the Mission Site Profile. This document is

read by prospective pastoral candidates and offers them an introduction t
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this congregation, its needs and the community context. Once the self-
study is wrapped up, the call committee begins to function and eventually
interviews prospective candidates, presenting the ones it deems to be a
suitable fit with the congregation for your consideration. Once a final can-
didate is selected, that candidate’'s name is brought before the church for
a vote. That's the call process in a nutshell.

In terms of time frame, the honest answer is it takes as long as it takes.
But it is not uncommon for the call process in a congregation to take one
month for every year that the former pastor was in place. Bishop Wells
indicated to me that your Mission Review from a couple of years ago might
put you ahead of the game in ferms of the self-study part of the process.
So it is reasonable to assume that we will be better able to answer the
time-line question after the first of the year. Your council and I will keep

And so where does the interim pastor fit it? To answer that question I draw upon what commonly oc-
curs when a pastor is installed in a new call. At one point in the service a representative from the con-
gregation follows the newly installed pastor around -- from baptismal font to pulpit to altar, repeating
words something like this, "You have been called to be among us to baptize, to teach and to forgive sins'’
or “to proclaim the good news" or “to lead worship and preside at Holy Communion.” The words that
summarize what interim pastors (and all other pastors for that matter) do are the following: "You are
called to be among us.”" Hence I am here to be your companion and friend and pastor during these im-
portant transitional days in the life of the Prince of Peace congregation.

We distributed 7805 Ibs. of food through both our Bread Wall and our Food Bank.
We had 50 volunteers putting in 534 hours.

In interviewing her, our volunteer found out that
she has been off and on disability for the past 25 years because of medical reasons. She was very

ate-

ful to learn about the food assistance that we could offer. We also discovered that Phyllis is facing a jli-

lemma. Her mother owns a home in Selah, but is unable to live there at this time because of her ow

medical issues. Phyllis receives medical assistance from the government, which is based on her incqme.
She was worried that she might lose some of her medical if her mother lived in her household. Our vpl-
unteers helped her by discussing her options with her, giving her a Fig Tree Community Directory, ajd

going through the directory, marking places she could contact. We were also able to discover that s
was looking for a cancer support group. We gave her information about the Livestrong program at th
YMCA and the name of the contact person for the program.

Caritas Outreach Ministries is concerned with the whole person. We may provide primarily food and

necessities, but we are also connected in the community. When our clients have a need, we often krfow
